3. Who is Ahaziah and how is he remembered ? Contrast his reign over Israel with Jehoshaphat's reign over Judah.

4. Who had been a major influence in Ahaziah's character? In whose path did he walk while reigning over Israel? How does this tie into the wisdom provided in Psalm 1?

5. Moab rebels against Israel after the death of Ahab. What do we know about the moabite nation?

6. Why does Ahaziah reach out to a false god to see if he will recover?

7. What message did the Lord tell Elijah to deliver Ahaziah? And why?
