3. How would characterize the attitude of the people in verses 7-14?

4. What do verses 15-19 say about what the people are entreating God to do?

5. Does verse 17 mean that God made the people stray?

1. For what do verses 1-5 really show the people asking?

2. Compare the attitude of the people in this chapter as compared to that in chapter 48 or 57.
3. According to verse 4, for whom does the Lord act?
4. If verse 5 says the Lord meets him who “rejoices and does righteousness” and then goes on to say that the people have sinned and continue to sin, does that imply that they will not be saved?
