   (a) Who had scattered the flock and driven them away (v 2)?

   (b) because they did not “attend to” the flock, what would God do (vs 2)?

   (c) Who had driven the flock away (vs 3)?

   (d) What would God do with those driven away (vs 3)?
   (e) Who would God raise up & what would they do (vs 4)?
2. To reassure the people (a) what promise is made in 23:5-6?
   (b) What promise is made in 23:7-8, & what significance is given to this?
3.What is the reason behind Jeremiah expressing in vs 9 his extreme grief?

   (Consider the end of vs 9 AND vss 10-12.)
4. How would those of Jerusalem / Judah view themselves, as compared to those of the now-

    exiled Northen kingdom?

    Comment, then, about the comparison of 23:13&14.
5. Consider Jer 23:16-24.  Why did God warn the people in vs 16 not to hearken to the prophets 

    prophesying of peace?

6.  What specific things were the false prophets doing that was false, per 23:25-32?

7. Jer 23:33-40 seems very confusing.  What message is being delivered here? (Remember the 

    topic of vss 9-32!)

8.  Explain the “vision prophecy” of ch 24.

9. Who else do we know of that were some of the deportees to Babylon?
