1. (a) What did God have Jeremiah do (35:2-5)?

    (b) What was the Rechabites’ response?

2. Why did God do this — isn’t this in opposition to James 1:13-14?

3. What contrasts are seen in 35:13-19 between Judah & the Rechabites?

4.  How can we make application of this today?

5. Using 36:1-2, Jer 1:2-3, etc. — how long had Jeremiah been prophesying when it was first 

    recorded in writing?

6. What 3 groups of people had Jeremiah’s prophesies concerned (36:2)?

7.(a) What role did Baruch play in the book of Jeremiah?

   (b) What can we learn from this?

8. What was Jeremiah’s purpose in having Baruch read the scroll (36:7)?

    What was God’s purpose in having Jeremiah record the words (36:3)?

    What can we learn from this?

9. How much had Jehoiakim heard when he responded as he did?
    What can we learn from this?

10. Consider the leaders’ response to Jeremiah’s prophesy (36:11-13, 36:16, 36:25), & yet 

     Jehoiakim’s response and the eventual outcome for the nation.  What does this tell us?

11. Jeremiah & Baruch had an addition burden because of Jehoiakim’s actions (36:27, 32).  

   How do we suffer or have to put forth extra work due to the consequences of others’ actions?

12. Contrast the people’s response to God’s word in 34:8-22, as well as Jehoiakim’s response 

     in ch 36, to the lesson of the Rechabites.

Text: Jeremiah 35-36


In Ch 35 God again uses an illustration to make His point.  Who were the Rechabites?  Little is known about them outside of this chapter.  They were an ancient nomadic tribe, apparently dating back to the time of Moses (I Chron 2:55, Judges 1:16.)  Jonadab, who gave the referenced command to his family, was a man of action (II Ki 10:15-28), and lived about 240 years before the time of this writing.
