2. In considering Lam 4:12, read Ps 48:1-8 & Jer 7:4.  
  (a) Why did the people and the “kings of the earth” think Jerusalem could not fall?

  (b) What is different now from Ps 48?

3. In Lam 4:13-16, what differences do we see between what the spiritual leaders should have 

    been, what the were, and what they are now?
4. As Judah is taken captive, their neighbor Edom is glad and mocks; 4:21-22 proclaims a 

    “curse” against Edom & a future hope for Judah.  Explain.  (See also Jer 25:15-21 & Jer 49:7, 12.)
5. In Lam 5:1, Jeremiah sets the stage for verses 2-18.  What is he requesting?

6. From 5:2-6 & 8-18, categorize below what is stated in describing the degree of reproach.

7. Consider Lam 5:7, & compare to Jer 16:10-13, 31:28-29.  What principles can we learn 

    from this?
