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1. What do the first two verses of chapter 24 say about how important it was to Saul and obviously to some of the people to track down and get rid of David? 
a. How can you be like Saul when seeing how off track he is since he’s so determined to get David? 

2. What did David’s men want him to do and why did David not take advantage of the situation? 

3. How did Saul react to what David said and did? 
4. Please take time to picture what is going on and who would be around Saul and David during this conversation and ask yourself if you could have come to the same acknowledgement that Saul did. 
5. “Then Samuel died” (25:1) Before we move on with the United Kingdom let’s look back at Samuel and the role he played.  Please write a few things down that stood out to you about Samuel.  

6. What was Nabal’s response to David’s request?  Would Nabal know who David was? 

7. After Nabal’s response what did David want to do and what was Abigails appeal to David. 
8. There’s a lot happening in these two chapters; we have David holding back from killing Saul, Saul finally getting it, Samuel’s death, different attitudes between Nabal and Abigail and so on.  Please write down one application from one of these characters that stood out to you so we can discuss in class.  
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
